Mayor Festerman called the meeting to order. He noted Council members would be departing to take a tour of the new Reidsville Area Foundation offices located at 124 S. Scales Street but would return to Council Chambers around 3 p.m. The group returned at approximately 3 p.m.
INVOCATION.

Mayor Festerman then recognized Reidsville Police Department Chaplain James P. Tharrington, Pastor of Evangel Fellowship Church, 717 W. Harrison Street, Reidsville, who provided the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

Police Chief Charlie Dennis led in the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.

ANNOUNCEMENTS.
Mayor Festerman informed those in attendance how important prayer had been in his life the past two weeks with the serious medical condition of his wife Priscilla. He said he would like to share a few other announcements. He stated that Norman George “Poncho” Belmany, a former City of Reidsville employee of 31 years, had passed away on July 27, 2013. The father of the City’s IT Director Rhonda Wheeler, Bill Severance passed away on August 1, 2013 and Public Works employees Robert and Tony Stowe’s father, Garland E. Stowe, passed away on August 1, 2013. Mayor Festerman expressed his sincere condolences to the families. The Mayor shared his heartfelt gratitude for the outpouring of prayers and kindness to his family recently with regard to his wife’s illness. 

Mayor Pro-Tem Tom Balsley addressed those present stating that the Mayor’s wife, Priscilla, had experienced an aneurism about two weeks ago and was currently in ICU at Moses Cone Hospital. He shared his concern for Priscilla, the Mayor and their family and gave the Mayor a huge card signed by City employees. Mayor Festerman asked everyone to continue to keep them in their prayers. 
PROCLAMATIONS:
RECOGNITION OF RETIRED POLICE LIEUTENANT BILL ROLAND WITH 30 YEARS OF SERVICE. 
Mayor Festerman acknowledged retired Police Lieutenant Bill Roland and asked former Police Captain William Hairston to present the Proclamation and watch for 30 years of service to Roland. Councilman Hairston stated it was an honor to present the Proclamation. He said he and Roland had been dear friends as well as working together for many years. Hairston read the proclamation and asked Roland if he would like to say a few words. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
Roland said he appreciated and enjoyed his time at the Police Department. He said it was the finest in Rockingham County and in the state of North Carolina. He also expressed his thanks to the City Council, his Dad, son, wife and twins. Roland said he wished his Mom could have been here. 
Mayor Festerman commented that Roland had on a Kentucky blue shirt. He said he had worked 23 years with Lieutenant Roland. Festerman mentioned that Roland had a degree in finance from Kentucky and that he was agreeable most of the time that is until Carolina won. Roland said at least he came to work if Kentucky lost.
The Mayor asked if Chief Dennis would like to add a few comments regarding Roland. Chief Dennis said he had not had the opportunity to work with Roland long but during the time they had worked together, Roland was a true professional and an asset to the Police Department. He said everyone spoke highly of him and respected him and commented on his character. 

APPROVAL OF THE JULY 10, 2013 REGULAR MEETING MINUTES.
Councilman Gorham made a motion, seconded by Councilman Hairston and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the July 10, 2013 regular meeting minutes.
REVIEW AND CONSIDERATION OF TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR A USDA LOAN FOR THE SENIOR CENTER PROJECT. 
City Manager Michael Pearce reviewed plans for construction of the new Senior Center, which is to be built on Washington Avenue, and discussed financial arrangements with the USDA. He mentioned there would be a capital campaign developed to help offset the loan funding. Pearce introduced Allen Hart, Area Specialist from the USDA office in Asheboro.   
Mr. Hart gave a detailed report on the terms and conditions of the loan. He said the City would be applying for a loan of $6,182,500 from the United States Department of Agriculture. Hart stated the loan would be paid back over 40 years at an interest rate of 3.5%. He stressed at this time the City is only applying for the loan and not actually committing to it. He then reviewed the information included in the Council members’ agenda packets. (A COPY OF THE USDA DOCUMENTS ARE HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
Mayor Festerman asked if the figures discussed take into consideration the cost of the land. Hart responded in the negative. 
Mr. Hart then continued reviewing the terms and conditions. The Mayor asked if future City Council members could decide not to go through with the loan. Mr. Hart said he would be very disappointed if that happened but until construction starts, they did have that option. He said once construction begins it’s “all in”. The USDA official continued with his presentation.

The Council members and Mr. Hart discussed the 3.5% rate of interest, the possible economic upturn and the impact that could have on Reidsville. Councilwoman Walker asked if the City Manager was effective in his efforts to solicit additional funding would it be possible to repay the loan early. Hart said yes, there would not be a penalty for paying the loan off early. 

City Manager Pearce clarified that if the campaign is successful and raises a sizable amount then they can decrease the amount of the loan accordingly. Mr. Hart agreed with that statement. Pearce added that the bids may come in lower, and they would not need that large of an amount. He stressed that several factors may come into play that could decrease the amount needed to complete the project. Mr. Hart continued with the section discussing procurement, bidding and construction. He then completed the presentation and commented that he would like to leave today with the signed paperwork in hand to turn it in tomorrow. He then read the loan resolution, which was included with the USDA loan documents in the agenda packet.
At the completion of Mr. Hart’s presentation, Mayor Festerman asked Finance Director Chris Phillips if there was anything he would like to add to the discussion. Phillips came forward and reviewed the information briefly and said he felt comfortable with the application and the loan. He commented that he had been in similar situations before and that, in a few years, it would time to refinance and try to cut some time off of the loan. Phillips said the USDA had been straightforward with the City, and he recommended going through with the application. He assured members that at this point in the process, they were just approving to submit the application.
Pearce recapped that this is just the next step in the process of building the new senior center. He and Phillips agreed that they will know for certain the amount of the loan once the project gets through the next few steps towards construction. Councilman Turner reiterated that they are merely filing the application and not closing on the loan.

The Mayor thanked Mr. Hart for all his help thus far in the process. 

Councilman Gorham made a motion, seconded by Councilman Johnson and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the Resolution to obtain the USDA loan for the construction of the Senior Center. (THE RESOLUTION AS APPROVED IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
CONSIDERATION OF A “RESOLUTION TO DISSOLVE THE REIDSVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY AND ASSIGN ASSETS TO THE NEW REIDSVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY”. 
Mayor Festerman asked City Attorney Bill McLeod to discuss the proposed action. McLeod stated that at one point it had been proposed to dissolve the Housing Authority and a new entity to be organized known as the “New Reidsville Housing Authority”. He stressed that the paperwork, which would complete the process had slipped through the cracks and that it was a matter of simply filling in the blanks and submitting the request to the Secretary of State’s office. He said the existing assets would be assigned to the New Reidsville Housing Authority and that it was a matter of a little “housekeeping”. 

The Mayor asked if there were any questions from members of the Council. There were none.  

Councilman Turner made a motion, seconded by Councilman Hairston and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the Resolution to dissolve the Reidsville Housing Authority and assign assets to the New Reidsville Housing Authority. (THE RESOLUTION FOLLOWS AND THE DISSOLUTION DOCUMENT IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
The Resolution as approved follows:

RESOLUTION TO DISSOLVE THE REIDSVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY AND ASSIGN ASSETS TO THE NEW REIDSVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY


WHEREAS, in 1969 the City of Reidsville took part in the creation of a Public Housing Authority to provide low cost, safe and affordable housing for its impoverished citizens; and

WHEREAS, the corporation created by its 1969 action was the Reidsville Housing Authority; and

WHEREAS, in 1994, to limit its liability and prompt more efficient management, the City voted to dissolve the Reidsville Housing Authority and create a new public housing corporation known as the New Reidsville Housing Authority; and

WHEREAS, to effectively empower the New Reidsville Housing Authority to carry out all the duties and responsibilities of the Reidsville Housing Authority, it was necessary for the City to not only dissolve the Reidsville Housing Authority, but also to transfer its assets to the New Reidsville Housing Authority; and

WHEREAS, such dissolution of the Reidsville Housing Authority was never effectuated, nor was there a transfer of assets from the Reidsville Housing Authority to the New Reidsville Housing Authority.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE:
1. That any and all necessary actions be taken to dissolve the corporation known as the Reidsville Housing Authority; and
2. That all assets previously and currently held by the Reidsville Housing Authority be assigned, conveyed or otherwise transferred to the New Reidsville Housing Authority.

CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST BY TIM AND JENNIFER ALTIZER TO RENT THE FORMER “MR. KONES” BUILDING AT THE INTERSECTION OF MOREHEAD AND SCALES STREETS. 
City Manager Pearce reported that the City had been actively looking for someone to lease the property at the intersection of Morehead and Scales Streets. He stated that Dav Gerrells of Café 99 had decided not to renew the lease and that the City had advertised the property with hopes of finding a new occupant. Pearce said there had been few serious inquiries and that he was glad the Altizers had decided to re-open the business. 
Pearce expressed his pleasure at having the business open for events. He added that the Altizers will be serving hot dogs as well as ice cream. Pearce went over the conditions of the lease and mentioned that there had been the following two changes:  First, the name would remain “Mr. Kones”; and, second, that the Altizers’ address would be on Acme Street in Reidsville. 
Mayor Festerman commented that Altizer had been a distinguished member of the Reidsville Police Department for 10-12 years and does an outstanding job. He said the business would add much to the downtown. Pearce asked when they thought they would open? Tim Altizer said they would be opening on Saturday, August 17, 2013.
Councilman Turner made a motion, seconded by Councilman Gorham and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the lease of 107 N. Scales Street, known as the “Mr. Kones” building to Timothy and Jennifer Altizer.
The “Mr. Kones” lease with the Altizers follows:

LEASE
ROCKINGHAM COUNTY

THIS LEASE made and entered into this the 14th day of August, 2013, by and between the CITY OF REIDSVILLE a Municipal Corporation of Rockingham County, State of North Carolina, hereinafter referred to as “Lessor”; and TIMOTHY AND JENNIFER ALTIZER, of 313 Acme Street, Reidsville, hereinafter referred to as “Lessee”.

That, subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, Lessor does hereby let and lease to Lessee, and Lessee does hereby accept as tenant of said Lessor, a certain tract or parcel of land situated and being located in the City of Reidsville, Rockingham County, North Carolina and being briefly described as follows, hereinafter:

107 N. Scales Street

Reidsville, NC  27320


The terms and conditions of the Lease entered into between the parties hereto are as follows:







1.

This lease shall begin as of the 15th day of August, 2013 and unless sooner terminated as herein provided, shall exist and continue for a period of two (2) years from the date of its inception. Lessee must vacate the premises by 30 days, unless the lease is extended by mutual consent.







2.


Without notice of demand, the monthly rental of lease payment shall be paid by the Lessee directly to the Lessor in advance on or by the _1st _​ day of _September_, 2013 with a like payment due on or before the __10th​_ day of each and every successive calendar month for the duration of this lease.







3.


The amount of the rental or lease payment referred to in paragraph two (2) above shall be $100.00 per month.

4.


During the term of this lease, the Lessee shall provide and pay for all regular maintenance, utility expenses including the rear up-lighting, garbage services and upkeep to be made to the demised premises and the Lessor shall be responsible for all major maintenance and repairs, including but not limited to the exterior walls of the improvement situated upon the demised premises.  Both of the parties hereto covenant and agree that the Lessee shall not make any improvements or attach any permanent structures or fixtures to the demised premises during the period of this lease without the prior written consent of the Lessor.

5.


It is understood and agreed that the Lessee accepts said premises in a completed physical condition (Lessee accepts the demised property “as is”), and the Lessor is in no way obligated to make any capital improvements during the term of this lease.  The Lessee shall be responsible for the purchase and proper placement of any exterior signs on the demised premises, said signage to meet the prior approval of the Lessor herein.

6.

Should the premises be destroyed or declared unfit for use and occupancy by fire or other natural disaster, this lease shall terminate.  But if said premises can, with reasonable diligence, be repaired by Lessor within thirty (30) days, the terms of this lease shall remain in full force and effect.

7.

It is understood and agreed between the Lessor and the Lessee that the sole use of the demised premises shall be for the retail sale of ice cream, handmade milkshakes, hot dogs, beverages and other related food products.  It is further understood that it is the desire of the Lessor that the Lessee will have and keep regular hours of operation and in particular for downtown events.  Failure to keep regular hours of operation or to fail to be open for downtown events may be a consideration of the Lessor to terminate this lease.     

8.

It is understood and agreed between the Lessor and the Lessee that there shall be no illegal activities conducted at the demised premises by the Lessee or any of the Lessees agents, guests and/or assigns and any violations of these condition shall give to Lessor, at its option, the right to terminate this lease and to re-enter and take possession of said premises without further notice or service of process.

9.


It is understood and agreed by the Lessor and the Lessee that Lessee shall not assign or sublease the premises for the unexpired term of said lease without first obtaining the written consent of the Lessor.

10.


It is understood and agreed between the parties hereto that if any payment of rent as herein provided, be and remain overdue and unpaid for a period of thirty (30) days, the Lessor may, at its option, terminate this lease and have the right to re-enter and take possession of said premises without further notice or service of process.

11.


During the term of this lease, the Lessee shall carry and maintain such fire insurance and premises liability insurance so as to protect the parties hereto from any physical damage to the improvements situated upon the demised premises as well as protecting the parties hereto from any liability arising out of the operation of the Lessee’s business.  That being said, Lessee shall provide to Lessor a Certificate of Insurance with minimum coverage limits to the satisfaction of Lessor prior to occupancy of the demised premises.  Furthermore, Lessee assumes all liability in connection with operation of the operations hereunder, and Lessee specifically agrees to indemnify and hold Lessor harmless from any and all claims or damages arising from Lessee’s operations hereunder. Lessee and Lessor specifically agree that this agreement and contract is not a partnership or joint venture, and Lessee specifically agrees to indemnify and hold Lessor harmless for any and all claims for damages or costs arising from any imputation of a partnership or joint venture relationship hereunder.

12.


Lessee hereby covenants and agrees that in the event Lessee chooses to cease occupancy of the leased premises prior to the expiration of the term set forth above, the Lessee shall first give the Lessor written notice of not less than sixty (60) days of Lessee’s intention to vacate the demised premises.  Furthermore, this agreement and contract may be terminated by either party upon sixty (60) days prior written notification.

PUBLIC COMMENTS.
There were no public comments.
CONSIDERATION OF BOARD AND COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS.
City Manager Pearce distributed the ballots for boards and commissions, at which time Councilman Turner confirmed that all three applicants had served on the Reidsville Historic Preservation Commission previously. Pearce clarified that City Council members could vote for all three if they so desired.
CONSIDERATIONOF A REQUEST TO APPROVE AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CITY MANAGER’S CONTRACT. 

Councilman Gorham made a motion, seconded by Councilwoman Walker and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the amended contract. (A COPY OF THE ORDINANCE AMENDMENT IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
CITY MANAGER’S REPORT. 
Peddler’s Licenses Issued.
Pearce commented that the Finance department had recently issued 26 peddler’s licenses to a company selling security systems door to door. He stressed that the applicants have to also have a background check done and be fingerprinted and that only eight had returned to complete this process. Pearce said he was not endorsing or complaining about these, but he just wanted to make the Council aware in case they received phone calls regarding the matter.
Issue at Mural Park.
Pearce addressed a recent issue that had occurred while landscaping was being done, regarding a wire being cut at Mural Park. He said repairs had been made in a timely fashion and that there had been no problems since the occurrence. 

North Scales Street at Commonwealth. 
Pearce mentioned that recently Commonwealth Tobacco had obtained NCDOT approval to close a portion of North Scales Street to accommodate extremely heavy equipment being moved by crane into the factory. He said, unfortunately, the City had not been informed beforehand. He stated that he appreciated the compnay reinvesting in the business but wished they had let him know in advance. Pearce apologized for any inconvenience caused by the closing of that portion of the street between Sprinkle and Jackson streets. He pointed out that Commonwealth has obtained additional approval to close that portion of Scales Street to complete another project from August 22 to August 25, 2013. He added that they may complete the task early and the street may be opened by the weekend.
CodeRED System.
Pearce reported that the City would be using the CodeRED system to notify residents of the plan to have a company, HydroStructures, to inspect the City’s sanitation and sewer system, starting with the manholes. He said uniformed personnel from the company would be going throughout the City inspecting these manholes. Pearce commented how well the CodeRED message system works, letting citizens know what’s going on. He said it also helps eliminate repetitive calls coming into City Hall.

Food Deals Building.
The City Manager discussed the current state of the Food Deals building and reminded those present that when the City purchased the building in 2009, the economy was better. He said the plan had been to invest and then lease or sell the building to help entrepreneurs get started. He said with the recession there was very little interest in leasing the building. 
Pearce stated that he had been challenged by the City Council to address the façade of the building. He commented that removal of the metal would reveal a nice brick front. He listed several issues that had been addressed like asbestos removal and treatment for termites, but the façade needs to be removed and the roof needs to be repaired if the Council still wishes to value this property.

Pearce said it would cost between $60,000-$70,000 to demolish the building, which   would  leave a vacant lot. He added it would cost between $70,000-$80,000 to clean up and make that area into a parking lot, totaling between $100,000 and $160,000. 
Pearce stated to remove the façade, taking it back to its original condition, replacing the windows and repairing the roof would cost an estimated $54,200, which is about a third of the cost of demolition. Pearce recommended to Council that they repair the building with the intent to lease it to an interested party.  
Pearce reported that he had been made aware by the State that they would be giving the City back half of the Hold Harmless funds, which would be $97,000. He said the City has not allocated that money in this year’s budget and part of it could be used for this project. Pearce proposed that Finance Director Chris Phillips submit a BOA in the amount of $60,000 to cover the cost of repairs to this property. He mentioned that Councilwoman Sherri Walker had suggested that the remainder of these funds, $37,000, be placed in the capital fund and used towards the new senior center. 
Councilman Turner made a motion, seconded by Councilman Johnson and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the BOA request.

The Budget Ordinance Amendment as approved follows:

BUDGET ORDINANCE AMENDMENT NO. 1

     WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Reidsville adopted a budget ordinance on June 12, 2013 which established revenues and authorized expenditures for fiscal year 2013-2014; and

     WHEREAS, since the time of the adoption of said ordinance, it has become necessary to make certain changes in the City's budget to recognize re-established hold harmless funds from the State and to appropriate those funds for repairs to the Food Deals building and to the Senior Center Project;

     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Reidsville that the budget ordinance as adopted on June 12, 2013 is hereby amended as follows;

Section 1.  That revenue account number 10-3230-0000, NC Hold Harmless Distribution, be increased by $97,000.00.

Section 2. That expense account number 10-4260-3512, Historic Properties Restoration, be increased by $60,000.00; that expense account number 10-4930-9809, Transfer to Senior Center Project, be increased by $37,000.00.

Lake Performance. 
Mayor Festerman commented on the enclosed lake performance report and asked Finance Director Chris Phillips for a comparison update on Greensboro water sales for 2012 verses 2011. 
COUNCIL MEMBERS’ REPORTS.
Councilman Gorham -- Councilman Gorham said he didn’t have an official report but did want to comment that he had attended seven out of the eight “National Night Out” events and had thoroughly enjoyed them. He was very appreciative of everyone that attended and commented that the Police Department is doing a good job. He said the hot dogs, fish, ice cream, cookie and cakes were wonderful and that “Life is Great”.

Councilman Hairston -- Councilman Hairston commented that he had attended “National Night Out” also and that he felt the same as Councilman Gorham and that he was proud of Reidsville.

Mayor Festerman -- Mayor Festerman stated that he had read recently that the City of Greensboro was going back to burning houses as opposed to demolition. He said he would like to talk to the Fire Department and see if it would be beneficial as a training session as well as lowering the cost of demolitions. The Mayor expressed his appreciation for the diversion today and again for everyone’s concern for his family and Priscilla.
Mayor Pro Tem Balsley – The Mayor Pro-Tem said he did not have a report but wanted the Mayor to know their thoughts and prayers were with him.

Councilman Johnson -- Councilman Johnson said he had attended “National Night Out” and felt the same as Councilmen Gorham and Hairston. It was enjoyable. He reported that West End Baptist Church at 805 Vance Street would be having their “Annual Clothing and School Supply Give-Away” on Saturday, August 17, 2013. He said they would be giving away school supplies and gently used clothing from 9 a.m. until all items are given away.
Councilman Turner – No report.
Councilwoman Walker – Councilwoman Walker said she did make it to “National Night Out” but did not get to partake of any of the good food. She said she had decided to do a “ride along” with Officer Carter and that they had gotten several calls. She said she had nothing but praise for the Police Department, that they were professionals. The Councilwoman said that while she missed out on the food and fellowship portion of the evening, the experience with the officer was good. 
Councilwoman Walker asked Diane Sawyer from the Chamber of Commerce to report on upcoming events. Sawyer commented that the 21st Annual Golf Tournament would be taking place on Wednesday, August 21, 2013 and that there was one slot open. She mentioned that there would be a ribbon cutting tomorrow, August 15, at 12 p.m., at Work Force Carolina on Freeway Drive. Sawyer reported that she was extremely pleased that the State would be returning a portion of the Hold Harmless funds to municipalities throughout the County. She stressed that the local Chambers had written in support of this action. Sawyer reminded everyone of the recent merging of Lawsonville Avenue Elementary with Moss Street School. She stated that the Leader in Me program would continue, and they are planning to hold a school supply drive to gather supplies for the upcoming school year. She encouraged those present to contribute. Sawyer added that the City of Reidsville will be hosting the Chamber Coffee on September 5, 2013 at 8 a.m. at the Penn House. She mentioned that Piedmont Natural Gas emphasizes they would like individuals to call 811 before they dig. 
Update on PublicStuff.

Councilman Hairston complimented the City Manager on the new public service application “PublicStuff”. He asked the City Manager how the response had been so far. Pearce said the service was being used and that the City had gotten two requests even before the service had gone live. He said he would be able to give a more in-depth report next month. Hairston said he was promoting the service and that young people were all about it and with the increase in smartphones the service would be greatly used. Pearce agreed.
