Mayor Donecker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION.

He asked the Reverend Lisa Wishon, Pastor of Main Street United Methodist Church, 221 S. Main Street, Reidsville, to provide the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

Council members then led in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
PROCLAMATIONS & RESOLUTIONS:

RECOGNITION OF THE REIDSVILLE HIGH SCHOOL LADY RAMS BASKETBALL TEAM FOR AN UNDEFEATED REGULAR SEASON.
Mayor Donecker read aloud a proclamation recognizing the Reidsville High School Lady Rams Basketball Team for their season. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.) He added that his only caveat would be that with only one senior on the team, he expected to see them back here again next year. Coach Casey Elrod added “with state rings on their fingers.” Coach Elrod noted that these girls are doing good work in the classroom, many are in multiple sports, and are already doing conditioning for the next system. This is all a byproduct of their hard work, he said.
RECOGNITION OF MAY 17TH AS “BETSY-JEFF PENN 4-H EDUCATIONAL CENTER DAY.”
Mayor Donecker read aloud a proclamation recognizing May 17th as “Betsy-Jeff Penn 4-H Educational Center Day,” which he presented to Committee member Judy Wall. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.) Wall provided various statistics on enrollment at the Center, noting that they expect summer enrollment to surpass 1,000. She outlined some of the upcoming events, culminating in the 5 p.m. commemoration on Saturday afternoon.

RECOGNITION OF NATIONAL PUBLIC WORKS WEEK MAY 18-24, 2014.
Before reading the proclamation recognizing National Public Works Week, Mayor Donecker asked those Public Works officials present to identify themselves and their divisions: Tony Stowe, Fleet Maintenance; Steve Moran, Engineering; Cathey Justice, Backflow Prevention; Mike Burleson, Wastewater Treatment Plant; Scott Jewell, Water Treatment Plant; Pat Knowles, Mike Kennon, Public Services; and Scott Brown, Parks & Rec Maintenance. The Mayor then read aloud the proclamation. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.) The Mayor noted that he gets a lot of compliments on snow removal but it is true of everything. He asked them to “keep it up.”
RECOGNITION OF NATIONAL POLICE WEEK MAY 11-17, 2014, AND PEACE OFFICERS MEMORIAL DAY OBSERVED ON MAY 15, 2014.
On hand for the presentation recognizing National Police Week and Peace Officers Memorial Day were Reidsville Police Chief Charlie Dennis, Capt. Ronnie Ellison, Lt. Wendell Neville, Lt. Brian Oakley, Lt. Doyle O’Bryant, and Detective Ken Mitchell. Mayor Donecker read aloud the proclamation. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.) Chief Dennis offered statistics regarding the loss of officers’ lives, including that of Officer Alexander Thalmman in New Bern in March of this year. He said these losses are devastating to the families and to the communities as well. While we can’t always prevent such tragedies, we can provide adequate resources, Chief Dennis said, thanking Council for providing such resources.

     WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Reidsville adopted a budget ordinance on June 12, 2013 which established revenues and authorized expenditures for fiscal year 2013-2014; and

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 -- APPROVAL OF AN AMENDMENT TO LAST MONTH’S MOTION REGARDING THE CHANGE IN COUNCIL MEETING SCHEDULE TO REFLECT THAT MEETINGS IN JULY WILL BE HELD AT 3 P.M. ON THE SECOND WEDNESDAY OF THE MONTH.
With the approval of the Consent Agenda in a 7-0 vote, the Council amended last month’s motion changing the Council’s meeting schedule so that it reflects that the July meeting will be held at 3 p.m. on the second Wednesday of the month.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
CONSIDERATION OF A TEXT AMENDMENT PERTAINING TO INTERNET SWEEPSTAKES CAFES, WHICH WOULD CLARIFY THE INTENT OF VARIOUS DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS FOR AN INTERNET SWEEPSTAKES OPERATION AND ADD CRITERIA WHICH STAFF FEELS IS APPROPRIATE FOR THIS USE (T2014-1). 
In making the staff report, Community Development Manager Donna Setliff said the reason behind this text amendment is to clarify the intent of various development standards and add four criteria which staff feels are appropriate for internet sweepstakes operations in Reidsville. (A COPY OF HER MEMO DATED APRIL 29, 2014 IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.) The City has six such operations already in Reidsville, which would be grandfathered from any of these changes. The changes would only apply to new businesses, she said. Setliff noted that General Statues allow us to amend the City’s Zoning Ordinance at any time for the well-being of the community. She added that she has researched other communities, some of which are doing setbacks for other land uses, such as churches, residences, other internet operations, daycares, etc. The main change in this text amendment, in addition to the tweaking of some smaller items, is a setback requirement of 1,000 feet from schools, daycare, day schools and other internet operations. 

Councilman Turner said it seemed self-explanatory. Mayor Donecker asked if an operator is each person in front of a machine in terms of parking requirements. Setliff said enough parking spaces are required for each machine and the number of employees working there. The Mayor commented it doesn’t take into effect two people at the same machine.  Councilman Balsley said he appreciated staff working on this.

Mayor Donecker started the public hearing at 3:19 p.m. asking anyone in favor of these changes to come forward? No one came forward. He asked if there was anyone who wished to speak in disagreement with the ordinance? Again, no one came forward. The public hearing was closed at 3:20 p.m.
Councilman Turner made the motion, seconded by Councilwoman Walker and unanimously approved by Council, to approve the Text Amendment.
The Text Amendment as approved follows:

Amendment T 2014-1

AMENDING THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE ZONING ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING

ARTICLE V, DISTRICT REGULATIONS

SECTION 3, SPECIAL USES 

OF THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE ZONING ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, NCGS Section 160A-385 authorizes local governments to amend ordinances regulating land use within their jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the amendment set out below is made in accordance with NCGS Section 160A-364 and Article XI, Section 3 of the City of Reidsville Zoning Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the amendment set out below is intended to promote the public health, safety, and welfare by amending the City of Reidsville Zoning Ordinance to add and prescribe conditions for such use.

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina, that the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Reidsville be amended as follows:

Part I.  That Article V, Section 3 Special Uses be amended as follows:

Use:
Internet Sweepstakes Café

Approved By:
City Council

Special Use Districts:  HB, GB

Requirements:
 


An internet sweepstakes café/operation must be the principal use.   No 
accessory uses are permitted.


Internet sweepstakes café/operation/machines are prohibited from being an 
accessory use to any other type principal use.      


There shall be no more than 25 gaming machines, computer or terminals per 
café/operation.


Persons under the ages of eighteen (18) are prohibited within the premises.


Selling and/or consuming alcoholic beverages are prohibited within the 
premises.


The property on which a sweepstake cafe/operation resides shall be located at 
least 1,000 feet from the property on which any child-care facility, pre-school, 
school, church or other internet sweepstakes café/operation.


Internet sweepstakes cafes/operations shall be operated only on the ground 
floor of a building.


Forty percent (40%) of the building front shall be in glass windows, so that a 
clear and unobstructed view of the interior can occur from the street.


No curtains, screens, blinds, partitions, signs or other obstructions shall be 
placed 
between the entrance to the room where gaming machines or computer 
terminals are stationed and the rear walls of the room so that a clear and 
unobstructed view of the interior can occur from the street.


An internet sweepstakes café/operation shall have at least 100 sq. ft. of space 
per gaming machine or computer terminal.


There shall not be more than one internet sweepstakes café/operation gaming 
establishment within any one shopping center or multi-business use. 

Parking:


There shall be one parking space for each operator and one parking space for 
each permitted gaming machine, computer or terminal.  In shopping centers and 
multi-business uses, proof will be provided that demonstrates required parking 
exists for both the internet sweepstakes café and other uses on the same parcel 
or business center.  

Part II.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina

CONSIDERATION OF A STREET CLOSING ORDER FOR AN UNOPENED PORTION OF ARBOR LANE RIGHT OF WAY (S2014-2). 
In making the staff report, Community Development Manager Donna Setliff explained this street closing involves an unopened Arbor Lane right of way, which goes in a southerly direction for about 200 feet off of Belmont Drive. Staff supports the closing, which has 100% of the signatures needed and 100% of the property frontage in support. There are no utilities in this alleyway, she said. Planning Board unanimously approved recommending the closing, which has been properly advertised and posted, she said.
Mayor Donecker opened the public hearing at 3:22 p.m., asking if there was anyone who wished to speak in favor of it.

David McCall, one of the petitioners, came forward. He said he had started the street closing process and had spoken with the Deacons of Reidsville Christian Church which is located behind the property. He said they have no future plans that would require it to open. He noted that there had been a fire fatality at the house with his wife dying. As he rebuilds the house, this will be able to give him a “larger footprint,” meaning he won’t have to walk up steps, Mr. McCall said. He added that the Fire Department went “above and beyond,” doing everything they could to save his wife’s life. After the fire, the firefighters treated them with respect, came by to check on them and even asked that they be able to attend the funeral. He said “hats off” to our Fire Department.

With no one else wishing to speak, the public hearing was closed at 3:24 p.m.

Councilman Hairston made the motion, seconded by Councilman Gorham and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the Street Closing Order.
The Street Closing Order as approved follows:

A RESOLUTION ORDERING THE CLOSING

OF AN UNOPENED PORTION OF RIGHT OF WAY

OF ARBOR LANE
STREET CLOSING ORDER

(SC2014-2)

WHEREAS, on the 9th day of April, 2014, the City Council of the City of Reidsville directed the City Clerk to publish the Resolution of Intent of the City Council to consider the closing of an unopened portion of Arbor Lane right of way, in the Reidsville Review once each week for four successive weeks, such resolution advising the public that a meeting would be conducted in the City Hall Council Chambers on May 14, 2014; and

WHEREAS, the Reidsville City Council on the 9th day of April, 2014, ordered the City Clerk to notify all persons owning property abutting the unopened right of way located on Arbor Lane, with the unopened portion being approximately 200 feet long and approximately 50 feet wide, as shown on the county tax records, by registered or certified mail, enclosing with such notification a copy of the Resolution of Intent; and

WHEREAS, the City Clerk has advised the City Council that she sent a letter to each of the abutting property owners advising them of the day, time and place of the meeting of the closing of the unopened right of way located on Arbor Lane, enclosing a copy of the Resolution of Intent, and advising the abutting property owners that the question as to closing would be acted upon, said letters having been sent by registered or certified mail; and

WHEREAS, the City Clerk has advised the City Council that adequate notices were posted on the applicable street as required by G.S. 160A-299; and

WHEREAS, after full and complete consideration of the matter and after having granted full and complete opportunity for all interested persons to appear and register any objections that they might have with respect to the closing of said area in the public hearing held on May 14, 2014, and;

WHEREAS, it now appears to the satisfaction of the City Council that the closing of said area is not contrary to the public interest, and that no individual owning property, either abutting the street or in the vicinity of the street or in the subdivision in which the street is located, will as a result of the closing by thereby deprived of a reasonable means of ingress and egress to his property;

NOW, THEREFORE, the unopened portion of right on Arbor Lane, further described below, is hereby ordered closed, and all right, title, and interest that may be vested in the public to said area for street purposes is hereby released and quitclaimed to the abutting property owners in accordance with the provisions of G.S. 160A-299.  Said area is further described as:

Beginning at a point in the eastern right-of-way of Belmont Drive at its intersection with the northern right-of-way of Arbor Lane (unopened), said point being the southwest corner of Lot 3, Block T of Addition to Belmont, (Plat recorded in Map Book 8, Page 83 in the Rockingham County Register of Deeds), thence southeasterly with the northern right-of-way of said street S 64 deg. 30 min. E 200 feet more or less to a point at the northeast corner of said street right-of-way, said point also being the southeast corner of Lot 3 in the aforementioned plat and a corner with Reidsville Christian Church (Deed Book 1235, Page 0535), thence southwesterly with the eastern end of said street right-of-way and the western property line of Reidsville Christian Church S 25 deg. 30 min. W 50 feet more or less to a point, said point being the southeast corner of said street right-of-way and the northeast corner of Lot 6, Block S of Addition to Belmont, thence northwesterly along the southern right-of-way of Arbor Lane (unopened) N 64 deg. 30 W 200 feet more or less to a point at its intersection with the eastern right-of-way of Belmont Drive, said point also being the northwest corner of Lot 6, Block S, thence northeasterly along the eastern right-of-way of Belmont Drive to the point of beginning and being all of that unopened portion of Arbor Lane which lies on the eastern side of Belmont Drive.

The City Clerk is hereby ordered and directed to file in the Office of the Register of Deeds of Rockingham County a certified copy of this resolution and order.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina has adopted a resolution under G.S. 160A-31 stating its intent to annex the area described below; and 


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina has by resolution directed the City Clerk to investigate the sufficiency of the petition; and

WHEREAS, the City Clerk has certified the sufficiency of the petition and a public hearing on the question of this annexation was held at City Council Chambers, 230 West Morehead Street, at 3:00 P.M. on Wednesday, May 14, 2014, after due notice by publication on Sunday, April 27, 2014; and 


WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the proposed annexation meets the requirements of G.S. 160A-31;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina that:


Section 1.
By virtue of the authority granted by G.S. 160A-31, the following described contiguous property owned by the City of Reidsville is hereby annexed and made part of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina as of July 31, 2014:

TRACT 1

Beginning at an existing iron pipe, being the south corner of Lot 3 as shown on the plat recorded in Plat Book 70, Page 90, in the Office of the Register of Deeds of Rockingham County, North Carolina; thence South 23° 34’ 49” East 25 feet to an existing iron pipe; thence North 89° 32’ 42” East 128.21 feet to an existing iron pipe; thence North 50° 33’ 52” East 9.1 feet to a point; thence North 55° 25’ 34” West 52.8725 feet along the  existing corporate limits of the City of Reidsville to a point; thence North 54° 45’ 49” West 52.8779 feet along the existing corporate limits of the City of Reidsville to a point; thence South 52° 15’ 32” West 75.53 feet to the point and place of beginning; being that part of Lot 2 as shown on the plat recorded in Plat Book 70, Page 90 in the Office of the Register of Deeds of Rockingham County, NC not within the corporate limits of the City of Reidsville; i.e. the part of Lot 2 that is more than 250 feet from the centerline of the 60-foot wide right-of-way for Reid School Road.

Ft. to be Combined” as shown on the plat recorded in Plat Book 70, Page 90 in the Office of the Register of Deeds of Rockingham County, North Carolina.

Upon and after August 29, 2014, the above described territory and its citizens and property shall be subject to all debts, laws, ordinances and regulations in force in the City of Reidsville and shall be entitled to the same privileges and benefits as other parts of the City of Reidsville. Said territory shall be subject to municipal taxes according to G.S. 160A-58.10.

Section 3.
The Mayor of the City of Reidsville shall cause to be recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds of Rockingham County, and in the office of the Secretary of State at Raleigh, North Carolina, an accurate map of the annexed territory, described in Section 1 above, together with a duly certified copy of this ordinance. Such a map shall also be delivered to the Rockingham County Board of Elections, as required by G.S. 163-288.1.

DISCUSSION OF THE RENEWAL OF THE CONTRACT TO SELL WATER TO THE CITY OF GREENSBORO. 
In making the staff report, City Manager Pearce said he was glad to bring this extension of the City’s contract with the City of Greensboro to Council. The contract calls for Greensboro to pay for a minimum of 500,000 gallons a day at a cost of $1.75 per gallon. This contract was first done in 1999 and expired in 2009 with two five-year extensions. The first extension expires June 30th of this year, he noted. At half a million gallons a day, the City receives a minimum of $316,000 annually but usually, Greensboro gets a million gallons a day, Pearce said. That brings us about $600,000 to $700,000 in revenues annually, he said. The price goes up based on two price indexes used, he explained, noting that the original price in 1999 was $1.32 per gallon. Pearce stressed that these water sales are very beneficial and a very important part of our revenue stream; therefore, he is recommending this five-year extension.
Councilman Gorham made the motion, seconded by Councilman Hairston and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the contract extension. (A COPY OF THE CONTRACT EXTENSION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
DISCUSSION OF AN ESTIMATED BUDGET FOR THE PROPOSED PUBLIC ART AT THE INTERSECTION OF MOREHEAD AND SCALES STREETS AND AN ACCOMPANYING BUDGET ORDINANCE AMENDMENT. 
City Manager Pearce noted that it has been almost three years since the monument was knocked down. A main topic of conversation has been “what’s next?” he said. A lot of legal issues had to be sorted out between the insurance company and the owner of the property, and then there were lawsuits that had to be cleared up as well, he continued. In January, Susan Hatchell facilitated a discussion on what should go up in the intersection and helped us all work through the process, Pearce said. Council directed him to get public art for the intersection. He noted that the term “whimsical” has been used to describe the artwork but he stressed that the piece of public art needs to show where we are now to future generations. He said local artists Brad and Tammy Spencer have generously provided guidance on the process for a “Call to Artists,” similar to gathering proposals for engineering services. He added that the Spencers have taken themselves out of the running as a possible artist for the project.
Pearce explained that the process would include putting together an artist selection panel, made up of a representative from the Rockingham County Arts Council, the Downtown Corporation, the library perhaps, local artists, a Rockingham Community College art instructor and himself. We will describe in general what we want and send that information to the appropriate venues, he said. Five artists would be selected to come up with a concept. Each would receive a stipend, Pearce is suggesting about $500, and make a recommendation to the artist selection panel, which would select the artist and work with the artist on the final project. 
The City Manager said before he could begin the process, he needed to have a budget in place. He said he is suggesting $60,000, which would cover all of the artist fees, fabrications, stipends, installation and other expenses. He said once all the legal mechanisms were behind us, he wrote the Reidsville Area Foundation requesting a grant.   As a new downtown property owner, the RAF has a particular interest in what goes there, Pearce said. The RAF has agreed to fund 50% of the $60,000 budget, so up to $30,000 would come from the organization and the other $30,000 from the City’s unallocated fund reserves, he recommended. If Council agrees, Pearce said he would start recruiting people to serve. He added that the process could take up to another year, noting that this is not something they want to do quickly since it will be speaking to future generations for many years to come, letting them know what was going on in the City of Reidsville, what was in our hearts and minds in 2014. The City Manager said he was taking it very seriously and that this is the process he is recommending. He asked them to approve the Budget Ordinance Amendment before them.
Councilwoman Walker asked about the number of people the City Manager expected to serve on the panel? Pearce said he felt between 7-9 people would be a good representation of the different groups but not be an unwieldy body. The Councilwoman said that since this is for future generations, she thought an art student from the local high school or another young adult might be a good member of the panel. She said she would like to have a youth perspective on the panel.
Councilman Gorham said we need to be sure this intersection is going to be safe. He said he noted at the discussion in January that those traveling north and south think they have the right of way all the time, making it “touch and go” for those traveling east and west. Again, he said we need to have something in the area that is going to be safe.

Councilman Turner made the motion, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Brown and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the budget for the art in the circle and the Budget Ordinance Amendment for the funding.
BUDGET ORDINANCE AMENDMENT NO. 13
     WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Reidsville adopted a budget ordinance on June 12, 2013 which established revenues and authorized expenditures for fiscal year 2013-2014; and

     WHEREAS, since the time of the adoption of said ordinance, it has become necessary to make certain changes in the City's budget to recognize partial funding and to appropriate funds for a public art project;

     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Reidsville that the budget ordinance as adopted on June 12, 2013 is hereby aended as follows;

Section 1.  That revenue account number 10-3491-9004, Reidsville Area Foundation Grant, be increased by $30,000.00; that revenue account number 10-3991-0000, General Fund Balance, be increased by $30,000.00;

Section 2. That expense account number 10-4110-5800, Capital Improvements, be increased by $60,000.00.

City Manager Pearce noted that Mr. Craig Cardwell was in the audience and could speak to the grant received from the Reidsville Area Foundation.

PUBLIC COMMENTS.
Invitation to RAF Open House.

Mr. Craig Cardwell, Executive Director of the Reidsville Area Foundation at 124 South Scales Street in downtown Reidsville, came forward. He said his primary reason for being here today was not to talk about the grant but to invite City Council members to an open house at the RAF. The open house is set for 12 noon until 3:30 p.m. on Thursday, June 5, he said, and is open to the organization’s grantees. The City of Reidsville has been a grantee on numerous projects so he wanted to issue a personal invitation to the Council, Mr. Cardwell said. He noted that the art in the downtown traffic circle is not even the most recent project done in collaboration with the City. He said Market Square Manager Judy Yarbrough had presented his board with a program for the Reidsville Downtown Farmers Market, whereby the market could accept Snap EBT cards. The grant for that will be a little over $30,000 for three years and should help farmers increase their revenues since it will allow those on food stamps to purchase fresh, local food. He added that Yarbrough’s proposal was one of the most thorough his organization has ever received.
Mr. Cardwell stressed that the RAF wanted to put its roots down permanently in Reidsville with more than just funding so the organization invited in a 105-year-old building downtown. It was an interesting project to undertake, he asserted, noting that in addition to their staff members, there are other organizations using the building. He said they had brought 15 people to downtown Reidsville, who use its restaurants and draw others downtown. He noted that a big part of their plan is to bring people downtown. He pointed to the woodworking facility, which is something RAF worked on with the City and Rockingham Community College. RAF also provided funding for Market Square, the sound system there, etc. The art project, he said, will be less than a football field away from them which they can see from their front door. He said they saw it as a positive statement for the City when they were approached for funding. Since it has now been resolved from a legal standpoint, he said they also see how it speaks to the future of how we see our foundation. He listed other projects they had participated in, including the Teen Center, the Police Department, Reidsville Downtown Corporation and a lot of different City departments that have received funding so again, he said they would like for the City to join them at the open house.
Mayor Donecker thanked Mr. Cardwell for everything, noting that the renovations they have done to their build has “set the tone” in downtown Reidsville.

Mr. Astin talks MargaReidsville, Recycling Water.

Mr. Doug Astin of 512 Merrick Street, came forward. He said Tyler Walker, Clark Turner and others deserve congratulations for a successful MargaReidsville on April 10. He also noted that recently the Fire Department had been purging water from the fire hydrant near his house. They let him fill up his water barrels, Mr. Astin said, but he asked if the water couldn’t be recycled to water shrubs and trees. The Mayor thanked Mr. Astin for his work on MargaReidsville.
CITY MANAGER’S REPORT.
City Manager Pearce asked if there were any questions about his written report. (A COPY OF THE CITY MANAGER’S REPORT IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.) He discussed part of item #4 in more detail regarding the smoke testing of the City’s sewer lines for leaks over a 10-week period. There will be a CodeRED message sent out noting that the work will begin on the north end of town. The company Hydrostructures will be doing the work, working with residents on it, and noting the need to distinguish the smoke from testing from other serious problems. He talked about how the smoke might be seen rising from the ground and could come from abandoned houses with dry traps. He said we are trying to get the word out, hoping that this process will pay dividends in the future.
Noting he had planned to talk about the grant for the Farmer’s Market but that had been covered, the City Manager noted that the City has received a $100,000 grant for new equipment at Fitness Center from the Kate B. Reynolds Foundation. The Foundation wanted to add “state-of-the-art” equipment to the Center, where much of the old fitness equipment has been mothballed since the mold issues were found there. Staff is very excited when we found out that we got the maximum grant allocated by the Kate B. Reynolds Foundation, he said.

BOARD & COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS:
City Manager Pearce distributed the ballots for the Board and Commission appointments.
ANNOUNCEMENT OF BOARD & COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS.
Mayor appoints Dial to the New Reidsville Housing Authority.
Mayor Donecker noted that he was appointing Tommy L. Dial Sr. of 960-D Jeffrey Court, Reidsville, to another term on The New Reidsville Housing Authority. (A COPY OF DIAL’S APPLICATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.) It was noted that Dial had been serving as Chairman of the Authority.

Harley appointed to HRC.

City Clerk Angela G. Stadler announced that Wanda Harley of 320 Church Street, Reidsville, had been unanimously re-appointed to the Human Relations Commission. (A COPY OF THE BALLOTS ARE HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)

COUNCIL MEMBERS’ REPORTS.
Councilwoman Walker – The Councilwoman noted that several of her groups didn’t meet this month, but she, Councilman Gorham and Mayor Pro Tem Brown attended the Relay for Life, noting the need to be thankful for our blessings. She complimented the Eden Business Expo attended by herself and Councilman Turner.

Councilman Turner – The Councilman talked of the work throughout the weekend that went into making MargaReidsville a success. He said Doug Astin and Tyler Walker were just outstanding, adding that Doug moved every one of the tables from the floor to the storage per instructions. He said about $4,800 was raised, and he was sure we would want to do it again.
Councilman Balsley – The Councilman recognized Diane Sawyer of the Chamber, and Councilman Turner noted that Sawyer worked hard too at MargaReidsville. Diane said there were a lot of young people at the event. She said she is always getting asked what will bring young people downtown so kudos on that. She said several social media status updates were showing the young people were in downtown Reidsville. Regarding upcoming Chamber events, she reported the ribbon cutting on May 21 at Reidsville Orthodontics, 1416 Freeway Drive, and the Reidsville Night at the Greensboro Grasshoppers game on June 7, part of the “Hometown Heroes” series. Tickets can be purchased for $10, which includes a commemorative t-shirt, at the Chamber. Former Mayor James Festerman will be throwing out the first pitch, she said. Diane also noted that Councilman Balsley has agreed to be a captain in the Chamber’s membership drive in June, which will seek to get 100 new members for the 100 years the Chamber has been around, celebrating its Centennial in 2014.

Mayor Pro Tem Brown – The Mayor Pro Tem said he had the opportunity to attend the National Day of Prayer at the City Hall flagpole. He said it was very inspiring to hear from Rev. Wilma Badgett and added that he was able to read aloud his first proclamation there. He talked of the successful Employee Wellness Event at the Penn House. He said City employees’ morale is very high and says something about the Management Team of the City as well. Morale would not be that high without a good Management Team, he said. Parks & Recreation is almost in full swing with basketball and baseball going well. Lake Reidsville is gearing up for another busy summer and baseball is underway, expect for the Pony League which will be starting soon.
Councilman Hairston – The Councilman said Moss Street School has been appreciative to the community for its support of the DC trip and other projects. Teacher Tameka Goodes continues to raise donations throughout the year for scholarships, including an event on the first Saturday in June at 10 a.m. where $5 donations are being sought. He added that good things are going on in the Recreation Department and that the Summer Camp will help a lot of young people.
Councilman Gorham – The Councilman said Ms. Goodes is one of the last people he hired while at Lawsonville Avenue School. He asked that everyone please support her efforts to better the situation at Moss Street School. He noted he attended four Community Watch meetings, all of which were in very good shape and had high praise for the Police Department. He noted several operations are planned in the Cambridge and McLaurin Park areas, but the key is to follow up. He said things have calmed down, and we need to keep them calmed down. He said he had followed up at 544 Market Street, and the man seems to be working diligently on the project. He said he plans to do further follow-up. The Councilman said he attended the Planning Board meeting as well as Dr. Joseph Bryant’s recognition service on Sunday. He said he really enjoyed himself there. He said he had the opportunity to visit Market Square and see the Kenya Safari Acrobats, which was a sight to see. He also attended the Employee Wellness program and enjoyed the healthy food there.
Mayor Donecker – The Mayor called Rev. Wilma Badgett forward. She thanked the Council for the traffic control done by the Police Department for the annual Stations of the Cross at Easter time. She said the next big event will be the Thanksgiving Community Service.
The Mayor also invited Robin Lovings, owner of Red Robin’s Barber Shop, to come forward to discuss parking downtown. Ms. Lovings asked about the possibility of getting a handicapped parking space in front of her shop for her elderly customers as well as those going to other downtown shops. City Manager Pearce said he would have Public Services Superintendent Lindsey Tuttle and Police Captain Ronnie Ellison look at it and make a recommendation.
Motion to Change June Council Meeting to June 4, 2014.

The Mayor also asked if Council members could change the Council’s June meeting to June 4th since he had a work conflict.

Councilman Gorham made the motion, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Brown and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to change the June Council meeting to June 4.
Continuing his report, the Mayor noted that the EDC (Rockingham County Partnership for Economic & Tourism Development) is going through a transition and will become an organization on the county level. He noted that a Mayors/Managers meeting is held every quarter but an extra meeting was held to discuss the implications for economic development from the municipalities.

The Mayor said he would have staff draft a letter to all the properties involved, including NCDOT, regarding the mud/dirt situation on NC 87. It was resolved very nicely, a “win-win” for everyone with Pace Automotive happy, Bojangles happy, etc.
Mayor Donecker noted that there is a link on the City website to the Employment Security Commission, which shows that within 5-10 miles of the City there are some 240 jobs being described for over 1,100 positions. He said it is a misnomer that we don’t have enough jobs around Reidsville. He said we do still need to recruit other industries. The Mayor said he had talked with a Junior Achievement person who presents a program to help students understand what they need to bring to the table to get hired and stay hired. He talked of the need to get our young people to utilize Rockingham Community College and the soft skills training it provides. He said he hoped the bus system will eliminate one headache for people to get to a job.
He concluded by saying how great MargaReidsville was and the need to do it again.

Councilman Turner made the motion, seconded by Councilman Hairston and unanimously approved by the Council in a 7-0 vote, to adjourn at approximately 4:15 p.m.
